Directions: 
By Land: 
From Delaware Memorial Bridge 

• Cross bridge and merge on I-95 South  
• Travel 10 miles and exit Rt. 896 South (towards Middletown)  
• Travel 12 miles and go straight through light onto Rt. 301 South  
• Travel 8 miles and exit to Rt. 290 (towards Galena and Chestertown)  
• Travel 5 miles to traffic light in Galena  
• Go straight though the light, Rt. 290 turns into Rt. 213  
• Travel 5 miles and turn Right onto Rt. 298  
• Travel 10 miles and turn Right onto Buck Neck Rd. (Billboard sign on left)  
• Follow Buck Neck Rd (3 miles) to the end into Worton Creek Marina driveway  

From Bay Bridge: 
• Cross bridge and continue on Rt. 301 North  
• Travel 15 miles and exit Right onto Rt. 213 North (towards Centerville)  
• Travel 20 miles and turn left onto Rt. 297  
• Travel 4 miles and turn left onto Rt. 298  
• Travel 4 miles and turn right onto Buck Neck Rd. (Billboard sign on left)  
• Follow Buck Neck Rd (3 miles) to the end into Worton Creek Marina driveway 

By Sea:  
• Located just 1.5 miles off the Chesapeake Bay on Worton Creek, between Still Pond 

and Fairlee Creeks  
 
 
 

• Referencing the 2006 – 2007 Maryland Cruising Guide follow course 116 degrees 
from red nun buoy 34A to the mouth of Worton Creek red buoy #2 and then follow 
the markers in.  Worton Creek Marina is the third marina on the port side after 
coming through the inlet past Handy’s Point. (Chart #2 – this can be found on chart 
2 with an inset of Worton Creek.  Use caution coming from the north to stay in the 
channel.  Do not cut Worton Point short due to shoaling.
