Membership Info: 

Regular Member - An individual who owns a boat at least 25 years old which has been restored (interior and 
exterior) to at least 50% status as evaluated by the Membership Committee. 

Associate Member - An individual who meets one of three criteria; a) owns a boat 25 years old that does not yet 
meet the 50% restoration requirement, b) owns a boat that does not yet meet  the 25 year old age requirement, or c) is 
a former Category A (Regular) Member who no longer owns a qualifying boat but wishes to continue to contribute to and 
participate in Club activities. 

Affiliate Member - An individual that does not meet the criteria of Regular or Associate Membership but whose 
interests are compatible with those of CYCA may apply for Affiliate Membership.
